Option 1 - Pay In Full Tuition

At the student’s option, upon being accepted to the School with an executed enrollment agreement that discloses the
start date, the student may provide payment in full for Total Charges for the Entire Educational Program.

Option 2 - Recording Radio Film Connection, Inc. - 1-Year Payment Plan

If you wish to make monthly payments for a one-year (12 months) payment plan a down payment of $3,800.00 will
be required to start the program. Monthly payments are made during matriculation and thereafter. A down payment
of $500 will be required to start the program.

Option 3 - Recording Radio Film Connection, Inc. - 2-Year Payment Plan

If you wish to make monthly payments for a two-year (24 months) payment plan a down payment of $3,800.00 will
be required to start the program. Monthly payments are made during matriculation and thereafter. A down payment
of $500 will be required to start the program.
